Dear Parents, Students and Members of the Emmanuel Catholic College Community,   

At the recent mid-year Director s Forum of Catholic Principals, our Director Mr Ron Dullard 
and Assistant Director Debra Sayce presented the updated and newly released Mandate for 
Catholic Education from the Catholic Education Commission of Western Australia.  

This pivotal, cornerstone document outlines the Bishop s Mandate Letter for Catholic 
schools in W.A. through the framework and terms of reference provided to the Commission who 
oversee the continual development and improvement of our Catholic schools and the educational 
opportunities provided to all Catholic school aged children. The mandate is not a static document 
or statement and is reviewed over a regular cycle with this latest edition encompassing the period 
ahead from 2009 to 2015.  

In this newest version of our Mandate there is a significant theme that runs through our 
mission and work in Catholic schools in terms of what is called the Sign of the Times. It           
recognises that the critical importance of these signs and changes through the aspects of     
Evangelisation; through Christian Witness of the Catholic School;  through the Catholic School 
Curriculum and through the Catholic School community.  

Importantly it also acknowledges the new challenges we face, the remaining distinctive 
ethos of a Catholic School and our roles and responsibilities in the Catholic School Community.   

I personally have found it to be a more accessible revision of our Mandate, easily read and 
well set out. It makes clear reference to the important elements and policy forming reasons      
behind how our schools function and it s particularly pleasing to see the concept that for a school 
to be Catholic and fulfil its mission, it must first be a good school.   

Copies of the new Mandate are being distributed to schools and for the wider community 
copies can be viewed via the link on the Catholic Education Office of Western Australia website.   

The recent upsurge in flu related illness across the state is having a significant impact on 
attendance and general well being for all of us. I need to remind all families in the overall          
interests of everyone that if a child is not well they should not attend and look to return to school 
when they are well again. Hopefully the peak of what has been a difficult period, is now past.

Seasons for Growth Grief Program 
Learning to live with grief and loss  

Change and loss are issues that affect all of us at some stage in our lives. At Emmanuel Catholic College we   
recognise that when changes occur in families through death, separation and divorce, young people may benefit 
from learning how to manage this change effectively. We are therefore offering a very successful education    
program called Seasons for Growth which will commence later this term. This program is facilitated in a small 
group and is based on research which highlights the importance of social support and the need to practise new 
skills to cope effectively with change and loss. The program focuses on issues such as self-esteem, managing 
feelings, problem-solving, decision-making, effective communication and support networks, when dealing with 
death, separation and divorce.    

If you think your son or daughter would benefit from Seasons for Growth we would encourage you to talk to him/
her about participating in the program. Your student is also welcome to have a chat to Mrs Brophy about the 
group, also.
