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Dear Parents, Students and Members of the Emmanuel Catholic College Community,

Many parents would be aware that the Federal Government has committed considerable funds to

upgrading schools across the country as part if its stimulus package. A national total of $14.7

billion has been set aside for this purpose. In order to take advantage of this funding opportunity,

Emmanuel Catholic College is applying for grants for a number of projects:

o School improvements including shade sails at D-Block, covered walkway extension from the
Library to T-Block, bus hard stand, additional paving and cricket pitch and nets

o Outdoor covered learning area

o Environmental Science centre

Through a different avenue, we are also seeking Government funding to expand our Design and
Technology Centre with a view to increasing our offering of Vocational Education & Training
(VET) programmes in this area. As parents would appreciate, there will be much competition
from schools across Australia for the funds that are being made available. We will keep parents
up-to-date with regard to what grants we may be successful in securing.

Our Years 10-12 students will soon be sitting for their Semester One Examinations. These
examinations are especially important; they do count towards Semester One grades. Students in
Years 10 & 11 should understand that many of the courses that they may wish to enrol in next
year have minimum entry requirements, including results to be achieved on the Semester One
Report. Year 12 students should also be aiming to achieve at their best in order to not only
secure their position with regard to meeting the requirements for Secondary Graduation, but also
in relation to maximising their chances of gaining entry into university, TAFE or other training
programmes. | strongly encourage our Years 10-12 students to fully commit themselves to
preparing for these forthcoming examinations. Through their ongoing support and
encouragement at home, parents can play an important role in assisting their child in this regard.

Parents and students are reminded that, as shown on the College Calendar, Thursday 11 June
has been set aside as a pupil-free day; staff will be engaged in important professional
development. However, Years 11 & 12 Semester One Examinations that have been scheduled
will still run on this day according to the published Examination Timetables.

Year 10: Tuesday 26 May — Friday 29 May.
Years 11 & 12: Tuesday 2 June - Friday 12 June.

Copies of the examination timetables have now been distributed to students in Years
10-12. On the reverse side of each of the examination timetables are printed the general
instructions for examinations. These instructions must be strictly adhered to. If a student is
absent for an examination, then it is expected that a medical certificate will be supplied in
order to substantiate the reason for the absence.

Spare copies of the Examination Timetables are available at Student Reception.

It is the student's responsibility to ensure that he/she knows when and where his/her
examinations will be held. Normal school rules apply during the examination period.

Years 11 & 12 students sitting for 4 or more examinations:
These students are only required to attend school to sit for their examinations; at other
times, they are permitted to study at home.

Years 11 & 12 students sitting for less than 4 examinations:

These students are permitted to study at home on the day prior to the day of the
examination; at other times they are to attend classes, as normal (unless directed
otherwise).

Should Years 11 & 12 students involved in_examinations wish to meet with particular
teachers during the examination break, it is strongly recommended that a prior appointment
be made to see the teacher concerned. Students who come onto College grounds dur-
ing the examination break for any reason whatsoever must be dressed in normal
school uniform.
