Dear Parents, Students and Members of the Emmanuel Catholic College Community,   

Today, we gathered as a whole school to celebrate the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus 
with a Mass in St Patrick's Basilica, Fremantle. In biblical language, "heart" indicates the centre of 
the person where his or her sentiments and intentions dwell. As His Holiness Pope Benedict XVI 
stated in his 2008 Angelus Message in St Peter's Square in Rome:   

"Every person needs a 'centre' for his own life, a source of truth and goodness to draw 
from in the daily events, in the different situations and in the toil of daily life. Every one of us, 
when he/she pauses in silence, needs to feel not only  his/her own heartbeat, but deeper still, the 
beating of a trustworthy presence, perceptible  with faith's senses and yet much more real: the 
presence of Christ, the heart of the world."  

The Sacred Heart of Jesus represents not simply His physical heart, but His love for humanity 
and His infinite mercy. At Emmanuel, one of our core values is "We will model Christ in our      
behaviour". Our Mass today was a wonderful occasion that allowed us to celebrate the love that 
Jesus has for us and to reflect on the meaning of this core value in our personal lives.  

On behalf of the College community, I would like to take this opportunity to congratulate three of 
our staff who were commissioned during Mass today as Extraordinary Ministers of the Eucharist: 
Mr Neil Alweyn, Mr Alex Conway and Mr Jean-Paul Papineau. Also, I wish to thank Fr Bryan for 
being our celebrant, Mr Joe Cordina, Deputy Principal (Staffing & Ministry), for his organisation of 
the Mass and our other staff who played a role.  

On Tuesday of this week, our staff were treated to a delicious morning tea generously provided 
by our Parents and Friends Association as "gratitude for the fantastic work they do for our   
College". On behalf of the staff, I would like to say thank you to our Parents and Friends           
Association; their gesture was very much appreciated (and enjoyed).

ATHLETICS CARNIVAL 

On Friday the 26th June our College will be holding the annual athletics carnival, which will be held at our 
College sporting ovals.  

The carnival is split into two sections.  In the morning session the carnival will be run in a traditional style.  
The 100m, 200m, 400m & High Jump are the events that each House must compete in and there is no 
pressure on students to participate. During the afternoon session each student must participate in five 
events.  These events are Shot Put, Javelin, 800m, Long Jump and a number of Novelty Events.  Each 
student must at least attempt one throw, jump, walk the 800m and compete in the novelty events. The 
morning events are designed for the student who wishes to extend themselves in more specific events 
and earn points towards Individual Champion awards. In the Afternoon the events are based on mass 
participation and having fun competing in Athletic events in year and House groups, Points are still up for 
grabs for individual and House awards.  

The P.E department has designed the carnival to promote maximum participation and also to help 
choose the ACC Athletics Squad for the carnival to be held later in Term Three.  

During the carnival there are a number of trophies and awards up for grabs.  They include:

   Tassie Devil Award 

Individual Champions (champion, runner-up and third place)  

There will be water available for every student throughout the day. Please note the canteen will not be 
open to students and they will need to come to school with a packed lunch and snacks. They must bring 
their own water bottle.  

Parents and friends are very welcome to attend the day to watch students participate in the carnival. I 
hope to see many of you there; it truly is a great day for spectators.  

Please be aware that the carnival is a compulsory day for all students.  If any student is medically unfit to 
participate then they are still required to attend the carnival and help out on the day. If a student is 
medically unfit for school they must supply a medical certificate. (Please fill out the reply slip attached if 
your son or daughter is unfit to participate in the carnival). Just a reminder that records are kept and     
students who regularly miss compulsory College events without reason, may find other College events 
such as disco s, Balls and other Social events unavailable to them.
