Dear Parents, Students and Members of the Emmanuel Catholic College Community,  

National Reconciliation Week commences next week on May 27 and runs to June 3.  Recon-
ciliation involves building mutually respectful relationships between Indigenous and other Austra-
lians that allow us to work together to solve problems and generate success that is in everyone's 
best interests.  The theme of National Reconciliation Week this year is See the person, not the 
stereotype . 
National Reconciliation Week celebrates the rich culture and history of the First Australians.  It is 
the ideal time for everyone to join the reconciliation conversation and to think about how we can 
help turn around the disadvantage experienced by many Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander 
people. 
National Reconciliation Week coincides with two significant dates in Australia s history which pro-
vide strong symbols of the aspirations for reconciliation.  May 27 marks the anniversary of the 
1967 Referendum

 

in which more than 90 per cent of Australians voted to remove clauses from 
the Australian Constitution which discriminated against Indigenous Australians.  June 3 marks the 
anniversary of the High Court's judgment in the 1992 Mabo case.  The decision recognised the 
Native Title rights of the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples as the original inhabitants 
of the continent and overturned the myth that the continent was an empty, un-owned land before 
the arrival of Europeans in 1788. 
National Reconciliation Week is a time for all Australians to reflect on achievements so far and 
focus on what is still to be done to achieve reconciliation in our country. 
Last Wednesday evening, approximately 300 Year 10 students and their parents attended an 
important Information Session at St Jerome's Parish Hall to learn more about the issues to be 
carefully thought through when choosing courses for Year 11 next year.  It can be a very daunt-
ing time for some students and parents as it is not always a simple task to make these important 
decisions, especially if students are not sure about their career directions or aspirations.  It is 
generally a good idea for students to choose a range of courses that will maximise their career 
options and in doing so, take into consideration their interests and strengths, and the minimum 
entry requirements for those courses.  

Our College community are aware that, this year, we are celebrating our Ten Year Anniversary. 
Emmanuel has grown considerably since its humble beginning in 1999.  We now have a campus 
consisting of many modern, well-equipped buildings integrated with a range of support and other 
facilities located on attractive, well-maintained grounds.  From a handful of students on the first 
day, our student population has now grown to well in excess of 800.  Our Parents & Friends 
Tenth Anniversary Committee has been working hard at putting into place various ideas to make 
this truly a year of celebration. I  encourage all members of our College community, present and 
past, to wholeheartedly join in our celebration and support these great initiatives.

Year 10: Tuesday 26 May  Friday 29 May.   

Years 11 & 12: Tuesday 2 June - Friday 12 June.  

Copies of the examination timetables have now been distributed to students in Years 
10-12. On the reverse side of each of the examination timetables are printed the general   
instructions for examinations. These instructions must be strictly adhered to. If a student is 
absent for an examination, then it is expected that a medical certificate will be supplied in 
order to substantiate the reason for the absence.  

Spare copies of the Examination Timetables are available at Student Reception.  

It is the student's responsibility to ensure that he/she knows when and where his/her 
examinations will be held. Normal school rules apply during the examination period.  

Years 11 & 12 students sitting for 4 or more examinations:

 

These students are only required to attend school to sit for their examinations; at other 
times, they are permitted to study at home.  

Years 11 & 12 students sitting for less than 4 examinations:

 

These students are permitted to study at home on the day prior to the day of the               
examination; at other times they are to attend classes, as normal (unless directed         
otherwise).  

Should Years 11 & 12 students involved in examinations

 

wish to meet with particular     
teachers during the examination break, it is strongly recommended that a prior appointment 
be made to see the teacher concerned. Students who come onto College grounds dur-
ing the examination break for any reason whatsoever must be dressed in normal 
school uniform.
