NAPLAN - National Assessment Program Literacy And Numeracy

 
Until 2008, Year 7 and 9 students have been involved in the WALNA and MSE Literacy and 
Numeracy tests. In 2008, these tests were replaced by a National testing program in the form 
of NAPLAN. The 2009 National Assessment Program Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) will 
be conducted during the week of 13 

 
15 May and will be administered to Year 7 and 9      

students.  

The results of the NAPLAN assessments will provide an indication of how students are      
performing against nationally established standards including the national benchmarks.    

NAPLAN Information for Parents pamphlets will be posted to all Year 7 and 9 families with 
the Term One Reports, outlining some general information for parents. Spare copies are kept 
at Student Services.  

Parents are advised that all students need to sit these assessments and families should not 
plan for students to be absent during this week. Tests can not be completed prior to the     
nationally allocated test dates or at times after the week of testing.  

Students will receive further information regarding the tests next term through their English 
and Mathematics classes, but in the interim feel free to contact me at the College.

STUDENTS DEPARTING FROM SCHOOL EARLY

  

Parents/guardians are reminded of the normal procedure regarding students having to depart 
from the College before the end of the school day. This procedure is outlined in both the    
Student Diary and the College Handbook.  

Some of the essential steps of the process are given below: 
Students must bring a note signed by a parent/guardian, clearly detailing the time and   

reason for the early departure.

 

The student should be aware of these details. The note 
must be shown to the Form Teacher in the morning; the note will be signed by the Form 
Teacher. 

The note must be presented to the Class Teacher at the beginning of the lesson during 
which the student is going to leave; the note will be signed by the Class Teacher. 

The student must then take the note to Student Reception and present it to an Office staff 
member. 
Students must wait in Student Reception until a parent/guardian has signed them out.       
Students are not permitted to go straight to their parent's car.  

Please note that the situation of where a parent comes to school to collect their child 
without the child being aware of the need to leave early should be avoided. Since we 
operate on a tight staffing level, it is not convenient for Office staff to leave their work station 
to go and collect a particular child from their classroom in this circumstance. Also, since     
unplanned public address announcements can be very disruptive to the teaching/learning 
process, we will refrain from using the PA system to call a child to Student Reception. We 
look to the support of all parents/guardians in them following the normal    procedure in      
relation to this matter.

Perup Animal Monitoring Camp: Bush Rangers

 
Bushrangers from year ten and eleven journeyed to the Perup Nature Reserve on the 23rd of March 
with Mrs French, approximately 3 hours south of Perth.  Dinner was ready when we arrived and that 
evening we discussed the plans for the following day.  In the morning we set off to check traps that 
had been set down and around 17 animals were caught, including Woylie s and Chiditch. The     
animals were checked for tags if not they were fitted to each of the animal s ears.  A head measure-
ment was taken followed by a PES (foot) measurement.  The sex of the animal was recorded and if 
the animal was female then the pouch activity was noted.  Ecto-parasites such as ticks were      
identified, and the body and coat condition along with the agitation level of the animal was rated one 
to five.  The animal was then released returning to its habitat fairly swiftly.  The trap was reset and 
the next day the same activity was carried out.  We took a drive to count the animals which we saw 
including Kangaroos and Emus.  At night a spot night animal count was conducted, this included  
Possums and Owls.  The camp was extremely fun while still learning how to  monitor animals      
humanely and safely was an enjoyable experience.

This event was very 
significant for athletes and supporters of athletics in WA as it was the last time that the stadium 
was to be used for a competition. The stadium was built for the 1962 Empire Games (now 
called the Commonwealth Games). Loren performed extremely well over the weekend and won 
a silver medal in the open women s 3000m steeplechase.

Competing in her own age group of the under 
20 women Loren won the 800m and 1500m gold medals. She will now go down in history as 
the last ever under 20 women to win the 800m and 1500m at Perry Lakes.

The SASJ winter competition will start early in term 2 with the girls being offered netball and 
soccer and the boys being offered volleyball and soccer.
